Dogs of all breeds are eligible. The minimum age for the Companion Dog (Begleithund) is 15 Months. The dog must wear a chrome long links chained dog collar. Leather and spike collars are not permitted. The dog lead must be a minimum 1-meter long and the lead is clipped on the dead link at all times. The team presents themselves to the judge, the dog handler tells the judge his/her name, and the dogs kennel name and the title for which they are competing. The dog handler must take directions from the judge at the start of each individual exercise. No handler assistance of any kind is allowed during the obedience routine. The handler shall not have any training aides for the dog in his/her possession during the obedience routine. i.e. food. Balls .toys. This will lead to expulsion from the trial.
